HOW MUCH DOES SWAN SCHOOL COST?

K-6 Tuition for 2008-2009:
$580/month for first child
$520/month for K-6 siblings

Preschool Tuition for 2008-2009:
$350/month for 5 days/week
$290/month for 4 days/week
$230/month for 3 days/week

There is an additional $150 fee to cover materials for preschool

Tuition can be divided into 10 payments due on the first of the month (September
through June) or paid in full on or before the school year begins.

A deposit of your last month’s tuition is required upon acceptance to Swan School to
hold a space for your child (see Enroliment Contract).

Other expenses include:

» For those students participating in violin class, you will need to purchase or rent a
violin. A violin costs approximately $140 - $160 new, about $20/month to rent.
Used violins are readily available in the $100 range for youngest children.

» Olympic Park Institute for 3rd-4th graders — approximately $190 (this figure
changes yearly) — this is usually scheduled for Fall. Parents who chaperone also
pay to attend OPI.

» Field study trip for 5th-6th graders — the cost for this week-long trip is
approximately $200.

» Personal school supplies (pencils, notebooks, crayons etc...). List provided by
individual teachers before fall classes begin.
